operating systems prior to version 2004. Installing on versions prior to 2004 will fail

silently without displaying errors.

i The Printer Driver can be installed on machines powered by x86

and/or x64 processors.

i Windows 7 SP1, Windows 8.1, Windows Server 2008 R2,

Windows Server 2012 R2, and Windows Server 2016 are not

supported by this version of the Card Printer Driver. Driver version

8.4 is available for these Windows versions.

i Windows XP, Windows Vista, and Windows Server 2003 R2 are

not supported by this version of the Card Printer Driver. Driver

versions 6.x are available for these Windows versions.

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Supported Languages
l Driver user interface. The user interface supports the following languages: English,

German, French, Spanish (Latin America), Portuguese (Brazil), Japanese, Korean,

Simplified Chinese, Arabic, Italian, Traditional Chinese, Czech, Polish, Romanian. The

following languages were translated previously, but were not updated: Russian.
l Driver installation. The installation supports the following languages. English, German,

French, Spanish (Latin America), Portuguese (Brazil), Japanese, Korean, Simplified

Chinese, Arabic, Italian, Traditional Chinese, Polish. The following languages were

translated previously, but were not updated: Russian. (Languages not listed display in

English during installation.)

New Features
l Added support for Sigma DS3 Direct-to-Card Printer with 600 DPI printers, allowing new

print resolution options in the Print Mode tab.
l Added support for configurable JobTimeout.INI files to set Smart Card print job timeout

durations in seconds.

Card Printer Driver SDK
Use the latest version of SDK with the version 8.7.12 Card Printer Driver.

Improvements and Resolved Issues
l Fixed an issue where the ST-KT: STT-K Split setting for simplex printing was not working.
l Fixed an issue where Sigma USB printers sometimes paused with a “BUSY” message on

the LCD, requiring a printer and PC restart.
l Fixed an issue where the Driver version number was not correctly printing on cards when

‘Print Magstripe Test Card’ was selected from the Printer Status tab.
l Fix an issue where the Driver did not update the error string correctly in Printer Status

XML on international OS.
l Fixed an issue where the Driver did not apply magstripe blocking correctly for J-stripe.
l Fixed an issue where GT-KT ribbons would not work with the GTT-K Split Setting.
l Fixed an issue with driver versions back to 8.6 that prevented a VALCam device from

starting.
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Known Issues and Restrictions
l The silentinstall.cmd does not install the magnetic stripe font support files

(MagstripeFonts and LegacyMagstripeFonts). If you need to install the magnetic stripe

font support files, use the Installation CD, a downloaded file, or the QuickInstaller.
l Applications that use Microsoft WPF to print cannot create a printer pool using the built-

in Microsoft pooling feature. Microsoft has acknowledged that this is a defect and has

stated that it will be fixed. However, no timeframe has been provided. Until then, use

Frogmore Print Distributor to create a printer pool for WPF applications.
l Error messages sometimes do not display on the PC that sent the print job. Restart the

PC to resolve the issue.
l 300x300 resolution is not supported when using UV Curing Ribbon. When using a UV

Curing Ribbon, the default standard resolution will be 300x600 dpi.
l The Driver will not allow printing using YMCK and YMCK-K ribbons if the Sigma printer

does not have lamination.
l The Entrust DS3 Direct-to-Card Printer with 600 DPI does not support 600x300

panelized K or 600x300 monochrome printing. If 600x300 panelized K or 600x300

monochrome printing is selected, error message 100 is displayed.
l Error message 518 displays if printer does not have RFID upgrade kit.
l The Driver no longer supports IDWorks and the Driver has removed IDWorks plugin from

the install.
l Sometimes Driver upgrade fails and Driver displays Message 524: Printer driver requires

a reinstall. User should uninstall all XPS drivers and reinstall them.
l Split-ribbon printing is not working when the enabling the “Print black image pixels using

monochrome” option.
l Multiple USB printers install when powering up a Sigma printer during a USB driver

installation. Upgrade to firmware version D4.3.2 or connect the printer to the PC once

the printer is fully powered on.
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
